Faculty units are organized in a more flexible manner so that education and
research involving multiple chairs may be facilitated.

The basic educational principle of the Saga University Faculty of
Medicine is to provide well-qualified medical professionals. A
definition of well-qualified medical professionals is varied in
several aspects and a most important factor for medical
professionals is based on ability to solve problems with a research
mind through scientific knowledge. In order to perform the
principle, an essential point is to co-operate each other in the
faculty of medicine and other faculties. Free and comfortable
circumstances among students and employees should be required,
which depends on scope for the staff in Saga University Faculty of
Medicine. The scope would lead to educational and scientific
activities.

For development of medical education, opinions of students are
introduced for their consummate student life. It is important to
educate qualified medical doctors and nurses, and educational
principle is based on student-independence of mind with
providing ideal doctors and nurses in the university hospital. The
master’s course in the institute of nursing and the doctor’s course
in the institute of medicine are going to be improved for more
practical learning rather than classroom learning.

Expanding of basic and clinical researches is required but there
are several limitations in the staff and fund. In addition, medical
and nursing students who are going to major in basic sciences are
declining. It is important to notice students interesting factors of
basic sciences and to co-operate each other among clinical, basic
and nursing departments.

These messages might be hopeful, but hope is most important to
gain advance in the near further which warrants enjoyable faculty

of medicine.
