After 40 years since its foundation, Saga University School of Medicine
has launched a new initiative to train medical professionals in response to
changes in the medical environment.

Our vision at Saga University School of Medicine is to promote
education, research and medical care as an integral mission based on the
idea of “training good medical professionals.”

In the Department of Medicine, medical students are trained to acquire
both quality medical skills and a high level of professionalism.

Saga Prefecture has a geographic advantage of being within a short
range of the Asian mainland. This provides convenient access and will
foster improved medical cooperation centered in Asia, where students
can expect to be trained as exemplars within the medical field.

Aims of the Department of Nursing are to train students to develop a
high level of communication and problem-solving skills built upon a
solid foundation of specialized knowledge. Their experience and abilities
will be a significant contribution both regionally and internationally.

Fundamental research is essential for progress in the medical field.

In addition to advanced medical science such as regenerative medicine
and cancer research including genomic medicine, we are also focusing on
fundamental and multidisciplinary research in allergies and lifestyle
diseases.

It is crucial for students to understand and experience the importance
and excitement of research. I would like to improve the program so that
more students become interested and inspired to apply and join our
graduate school.

Regarding graduate school education, the Graduate School of
Advanced Health Sciences was established in 2019 as a master’s program
that incorporates medicine, nursing, engineering and agriculture.

The aim is to train researchers and professionals to develop a wide range
of perspectives and innovative ideas that integrate various fields in health
and medical care.

Research and education within our faculty retain a strong connection
with clinical training at the University Hospital.

In clinical practice, the New Japanese Medical Specialty Board is in its
fifth year and Doctor’s Work Style Reform has also begun.

I would also like to improve the environment where fundamental
research and clinical medicine work together, above and beyond their
boundaries, so that the research will greatly contribute to medical
advancement.

We shall make a concerted effort to further the development of Saga
University School of Medicine.
